From the Lopez ferry landing:

Take Ferry Road heading south. At 2.2 miles,
turn left onto Center Road. Continuetoa T in
the road at 7.7 miles and turn left onto Mud Bay
Road. At 12.2 miles, turn right onto Aleck Bay
Road. At 12.75 miles, continue straight onto
Watmough Head Road. Turn left at 13.75 miles.
Park at the end of the bumpy drive, 13.95 miles
from start.

From Lopez Village:

From the water tower at Village Park, go east
on Lopez Road for .25 miles. Turn right onto
Fisherman Bay Road. Turn left onto Hummel
Lake Road at .30 miles. Turn right onto Center
Road at 1.1 miles. Continue to a T in the road
at 5.0 miles and turn left onto Mud Bay Road.
At 9.4 miles, turn right onto Aleck Bay Road.
At 9.9 miles, continue straight onto Watmough
Head Road. Turn left at 11.0 miles. Park at the
end of the bumpy drive, 11.1 miles from start.
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Located at the southern end of Lopez Island, Watmough Bay Preserve .
